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NOTICE OF PROPOSED CHANGE TO GENESEE YACHT CLUB BYLAWS 
 

BYLAWS Article I - Membership 
 
Present text of Bylaw Article I and all subparagraphs are removed and replaced with the 
following paragraphs A, B, C, D, E, and F: 
 
A.  The total number of voting members shall not exceed 150 and the total number of provisional 
members shall not exceed 20. The club shall be diligent in attempting to maintain the 
membership at the maximum number of members.  A membership roster shall be published each 
year. 
 

B.  The club shall maintain a membership waiting list when the maximum number of Provisional 
members is reached. Persons on the waiting list will have no affiliation with the club except as a 
guest of a member. 
 

C.  Club Work Hours 
1.  The yearly individual participation in work for voting members (except spousal members) and 
Provisional members shall be called club work hours. 

2.  The Executive Board shall define the exact nature of work that qualifies. 
3.  One-third of the minimum required hours are to be in physical work maintaining the club’s 
property, programs, and equipment. 

4.  The Executive Board shall set the number of hours required for all members and may apply a 
reduction for a member because of seniority, age, health, or other substantial extenuating 
circumstances. 

5.  The required work hours shall be completed between September First and August Thirty First 
of the next calendar year. 
 

D.  Application to Membership 
1.  An applicant shall file the required application with the club. 
2.  The applicant to membership shall attend three general membership meetings within a six 
meeting period. 

3.  When a membership opening occurs, either on the Provisional member list or absent that in 
the active membership, and prior to the next general membership meeting, the applicant shall 
have at least two sponsors and submit all required dues and fees. 

4.  Action on the application will normally be taken at the next general membership meeting. 
5.  If an applicant fails to be elected to Provisional or Active  membership all dues and fees will 
be refunded. 

6.  An applicant failing to be elected to Provisional or Active  membership may not reapply for 
membership or be placed on the waiting list for a period of one year. 
 

E.  A Provisional Member; 
1.  shall advance in ranking on the provisional member list using a participation method 
established by the Executive Board. The club shall publish and periodically review a list of 
point values of various activities. 

2.  who fails to remain a Member In Good Standing shall have their membership automatically 
terminated and shall forfeit all dues and fees. 
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3.  may be voted into Active membership by rank . 
4.  who fails to be elected to active membership shall have their Provisional membership 
terminated and all initiation fees and any prorated membership dues refunded. The 
terminated Provisional member may not reapply for membership or be placed on the 
waiting list for a period of one year. 

5.  who voluntarily terminates the membership shall forfeit all initiation fees and 
membership dues. 
 

F.   A Spousal Member; 
1.  is not required to complete club “work hours”. However any work completed voluntarily 
will be credited to the Spousal member. 

2.  and the respective membership of their spouse are considered a single membership for 
purposes of distributing rights to any limited facilities at the club. 

3.  shall pass responsibility for any issues which may result in disciplinary action back to the 
spouse originally elected to active membership. 

 

These By-law changes will be brought to vote at the 

February 2012 general membership meeting. 

 

A Message from the Commodore 

Based upon the number of ballots that have been received, it appears that the proposed amendment to the 

Constitution to add the Emeritus Member category will be passed.  With this in mind an amended fee will 

need to be added to our fee schedule.  The Executive Board is proposing that the 2012 annual dues fee for an 

Emeritus Member be $50.00.  This is notice to amend the existing GYC budget to include the Emeritus 

Member fee.  Providing that the amendment for Emeritus Member does pass, then under new business at the
